The IAF said it "deeply re-
grets" the loss of lives and
stands firmly with the be-
reaved families in this time
of grief. "A court of inquiry
has been constituted to as-
certain the cause of the ac-
cident," it said.

Earlier, Rajasthan police
officials said the jet crashed
at around 1.25 pm.

The aircraft crashed in
an agricultural field in Bha-
noda village around 1.25 pm,
SHO of Rajaldesar, Kamlesh,
added. He said human body
parts were found near the
crash site. Shortly after the
crash, locals rushed to the
site and found burning de-
bris. Police from Rajaldesar
and Ratangarh, fire brigade
officials and ambulances
were rushed in, and the area
was cordoned off.

Rajasthan Governor Har-
ibhau Bagade and Chief
Minister Bhajanlal Sharma
have expressed grief over
the incident.

Mid Cap funds also reg-
istered inflows of Rs 3,754
crore, marking a 34 per cent
increase from Rs 2,808.7
crore month-on-month.

As per the AMFI data,
multi asset allocation re-
ceived an inflow of Rs 3,209
crore, followed by dynamic
asset allocation/balanced
advantage fund which re-
ceived an inflow of Rs 1,885
crore.

This growth is largely
attributable to market per-
formance, as the Nifty and
Sensex delivered strong re-
turns through June.

Starlink receives approval
from India’s space regulator

Musk’s company set to
roll out services soon

In what could change the fu-
ture of affordable satellite-
based internet service in
India, Elon Musk’s Starlink
on Wednesday received ap-
proval from the country’s
space regulator, the Indian
National Space Promotion
and Authorisation Centre (IN-
SPACe).

With this, the final regu-
latory hurdle for the cheaper
internet service to start rol-
ling its commercial satellite
broadband operations in the
country has been cleared, ac-
cording to the IN-SPACe au-
thorisation list on its website.
Starlink now needs to acquire
spectrum from the govern-
ment and establish ground
infrastructure for its services.
The Department of Telecom-
munications (DoT) is set to
grant trial spectrum to the
US-based space firm to com-

o i
plete security compliance

demonstrations.

Starlink has signed its first
commercial agreements with
VSAT providers in India.
VSAT (Very Small Aperture
Terminal) service providers
offer satellite-based internet
and communication solu-
tions, particularly for loca-
tions with limited or no ter-
restrial connectivity.

The affordable satellite-
based internet service Star-
link is now set to roll out in
the country in a few months.
While the groundwork is
nearly complete, some tech-
nical and procedural steps
remain before the service can
be launched in a few months.
The space regulator had ear-
lier issued a draft letter of
intent (LOI) to the company.
